MINUTES FROM PARENT’S MEETING ON 11/15/04 
 
 
TROOP TRAILER 
We have learned that Bernie Fischer will be moving in December, 2005 so we need to find a new location for 
the Troop Trailer.  We need an adult to accept this responsibility and advise the committee what options we 
have. 
 
As of right now, the Troop Trailer has no insurance for Comprehensive/Collision or Property coverage.  The 
Liability insurance is covered by the person towing the Trailer.  State Farm has agreed to provide the 
Comprehensive/Collision coverage for about $40 per year.  We agreed that we should obtain this.  Property 
coverage will cost approximately $150 per every $5000 per year.  The value of the property in the trailer is 
between $15,000 and $20,000., so this insurance coverage would be between $450 & $600 per year.  It was 
decided that we are going to do some more investigation on this and possibly, once a new location for the 
trailer is found, we could piggy back off another policy. 
 
 
FUNDRAISERS 
The Troop’s profit from the popcorn and wreath fundraisers was approximately $1,500.  This is half of what 
we have made in the past years.  In the past 2 years the Troop has run on what it has earned on the fundraisers.  
Not only does this effect the Troop, but is also effects Council since they get a percentage of the profits from 
these fundraisers. 
 
It was requested that the Troop determine how much they want each Scout to earn in the fundraisers and if 
they elect not to participate, possibly have the family make a donation to the Troop in for that amount.  This 
will be looked into and reported on at the next Parent’s meeting. 
 
Mike Gallagher (parent of former Scouts within the Troop) from ASC Gifts, presented an additional 
fundraiser for the Troop.  He provided us with gift catalogs and said that he would give the Troop 50% of all 
orders placed by November 29th.  However, if anyone is interested in looking through the catalogs for future 
orders, the Troop will be given an undetermined percentage of those sales also.  If interested, please see Sue 
Jackson. 
 
 
LEADERSHIP 
Sue Jackson is stepping down as Committee Chairperson as of January 1st.  Our new Committee Chairperson 
will be Dan Petro. 
 
We are looking for someone to step up to be the Scoutmaster for next school year.  Dave Marion will be 
stepping down, but will remain with the Troop as the Assistant Scoutmaster to help with the transition.  We 
also need additional Assistant Scoutmasters.  The success of the Troop depends on you. 
 
We need to build a strong committee.  It was recommended that we contact Council and have them set up a 
time to provide Committee Training for all the adults in the Troop.  This can probably be done during a 
regular scout meeting.  Details will follow. 
 
 
MISCELLANEOUS 
One of our former Scouts, Sean Beatty, is in Iraq.  It was suggested that we put together a care package for 
him from the Troop.  Sue Petersen is contacting his parent’s to see what he needs and how we can get a 
package to him.
